Other Clients.  Contractor retains the right to perform services for other clients.

10.
Assistants.  Contractor, at Contractor's expense, may employ assistants as Contractor deems appropriate to perform the contractual services. Contractor will be responsible for paying these assistants as well as any expense attributable to them including income, Social Security, and Medicare taxes, and unemployment contributions. Contractor will maintain workers' compensation insurance for all of its employees.

Notices.  All notices must be in writing. A notice may be delivered to a party at the address that follows a party's signature or to a new address that a party designates in writing. A notice may be delivered:

Governing Law.  This agreement will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the state of ___________________.

If any court determines that any provision of this agreement is invalid or unenforceable, any invalidity or unenforceability will affect only that provision and will not make any other provision of this agreement invalid or unenforceable and such provision shall be modified, amended, or limited only to the extent necessary to render it valid and enforceable.
